CU CHI TUNNELS 
This vast 250-kilometer-plus network of tunnels served as the base for the 
Viet Cong’s military operations during the Vietnam War. 

Soldiers used the excruciatingly cramped tunnels as hiding places, 
hospitals, communication bases, supply routes, and even living quarters. 

HO CHI MINH CITY, VIETNAM
FORMERLY KNOWN AS SAIGON – THE ECONOMIC HEART OF VIETNAM

Ho Chi Minh City, also known as Saigon, has a rich and complex history that dates back centuries. The city has been 

influenced by a number of different cultures and empires, including the Khmer, the Champa, the Chinese, and the 

French, among others.

During the 19th century, Ho Chi Minh City became an important center for commerce and industry under French 

colonial rule. The city underwent a period of rapid modernization and expansion, with new infrastructure and 

buildings, including the iconic Notre-Dame Cathedral and Central Post Office, built in the late 1800s.

During the 20th century, Ho Chi Minh City played a key role in the Vietnam War. In 1954, following the defeat of the 

French at the Battle of Dien Bien Phu, the city became the capital of the Republic of Vietnam, which was supported by 

the United States.
